School Uniform

Royal Blue Jumper or Cardigan

White or pale blue shirts or polo shirts

Black or grey trousers, shorts, skirts or pinafore dresses

Summer pale blue and
white gingham or striped
dresses

PE Kit
PE Kit should be kept in school during term time

A House colour or plain white T shirt

Black, grey or dark navy jogging bottoms or shorts

Black, grey or house colour sweatshirt

Soft pumps or plain black trainers (no markings)

School footwear
Plain black shoes or completely black trainers 

(ankle boots are permitted). 

Shoes should not have white or coloured markings
or logos.

Accessories and Jewellery
Pupils may wear:

Headbands, hair ties or ribbons in school
colours, white or black.
Plain stud earrings if ears are pierced.
Simple watches.

Not Permitted:
Jewellery other than plain stud earrings
Nail varnish
Hair extensions in unnatural colours
Hair ties, headbands or ribbons in bright
colours
Expensive watches
Clothing or trainers with visible branded logos
